Declaring the Re-Establishment of a Sister City Relationship Between the Cities of
Gdansk, Poland and Cleveland, Ohio, USA.

We are proud to join with the citizens of Gdansk and Cleveland in mutually
agreeing to declare the establishment of a Sister City relationship between Cleveland and
Gdansk, and we request that Sister Cities International, Inc. officially recognize the Sister
City relationship of Gdansk and Cleveland.

The purpose of this re-established relationship is to further friendship and
contribute to both cities’ development by exchanging education and culture, industry and
economy, childrens’ and students’ works, and people who are interested in learning and
sharing a multi-cultural environment.  Cleveland, with its large Polish-American
Community, welcomes the City of Gdansk -- the largest port city in Poland and the
birthplace of the Solidarity Movement.

The cities of Gdansk and Cleveland intend in this way to give their contribution to
the cause of world peace and to the development of friendly international relations.
This Declaration of Friendship is compiled in two originals, one in English and one in
Polish, a copy to be retained in both cities, with a copy to Sister Cities International.

NOW, THEREFORE, We, official representatives of the two friendly cities, do
proclaim that Gdansk and Cleveland are Sister Cities.
